
          BIDIRECTIONAL MULTICROSS  by Tinhorn        
 

The large grid consists of five overlapping mini-grids -- four Double Cambridge Hexagons and one 7x7 Double 
Square.  The 14 clues for each mini-grid are presented in columns below the large grid.  However:  (1) you must 
determine which set of clues belongs to which mini-grid; (2) the clues for each mini-grid are given in alphabetical 
order, so you must sort them out; and (3) roughly half of the entries go into their grids backwards, hence the word 
“bidirectional” in the title.  When you are done, reorient the large grid (if necessary) so that the top row contains two 
four-letter words that have both been entered forwards -- the central letter from each of the five mini-grids, reading 
left to right, top to bottom, will spell your new status in the field of bidirectional multicross solving.  Happy solving!
